Normally use the HAKKO PRESTO at 20W. However, it can be heated at 130W
while the switch is pushed. If you want to shorten the heat recovery time
(approximately 20 seconds to get ready for soldering) or if you temporarily need
high heat capacity to solder a relay or a connector, push the switch for 5 to 10
seconds.
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Lead free soldering can be used to adopt the lead free tip, but temperature to
be soldered is different depending on this component in lead free solder
Recommend the soldering iron to vary temperature.
